He is also one of co-chairs of the Scientific
Cooperation Task Force (SCTF) under the Arctic Council. The expected
topics in this seminar may include: (1) the ongoing negotiation of the
agreement on Arctic scientific cooperation; (2) the possible Arctic regional
seas programme; (3) the role of observers in the Arctic Council; and (4)
international monitoring mechanism for Arctic black carbon. He may also
touch upon the Arctic high seas fisheries with the recent Oslo Declaration,
the IMO Polar Code and its effects on the Northern Sea Routes, and the
extended continental shelf submissions in the Arctic with the recent

Russian re-submission.
